LIST OF DISEASES REQUIRING LONG-TERM TREATMENT
Pursuant to the Law on Social insurance No. 58/2014/QH13 dated November 20, 2014 by the National Assembly of Socialist Republic of Vietnam;
Pursuant to the Government's Decree No. 63/2012/ND-CP dated August 31, 2012 defining the functions, tasks, powers and organizational structure of the Ministry of Health;
At the request of Director of Medical Examination & Treatment Administration,
The Minister of Health promulgates the list of diseases requiring long-term treatment.
Article 1. List of diseases requiring long-term treatment
1. The list of diseases requiring long-term treatment is promulgated together with this Circular.
2. The list of diseases requiring long-term treatment is the basis for provision of benefits for employee under the Law on Social insurance.
3. Codes and names of diseases on the list of diseases requiring long-term treatment:
a) The diseases on the list of diseases requiring long-term treatment are coded according to ICD-10. A 4-digit disease belongs to a 3-digit group.
Example: The code of fibrosis and cirrhosis of liver is K74, including:
- Hepatic fibrosis: K74.0
- Hepatic sclerosis: K74.1
- Hepatic fibrosis with hepatic sclerosis: K74.2
- Primary biliary cirrhosis: K74.3
- Secondary biliary cirrhosis: K74.4

Example: Infection caused by multi-drug resistant bacteria, autoimmune pancreatitis.
Article 2. Effect
This Circular comes into force from March 01, 2017.
Appendix I of Circular No. 14/2016/TT-BYT is annulled from the effective date of this Circular.
Article 3. Responsibility for implementation
1. Director of Medical Examination & Treatment Administration shall take charge and cooperate with relevant units in providing guidance, organizing and inspecting the implementation of this Circular by health facilities.
2. Directors of Departments of Health of provinces, heads of health departments of ministries shall provide guidance, organize and inspect the implementation of this Circular by health facilities under their management.
3. Heads of health facilities are responsible for organize diagnosis of diseases on the list enclosed with this Circular and take legal responsibility for such diagnosis.
Difficulties that arise during the implementation of this Circular should be reported to Medical Examination & Treatment Administration, which is affiliated to the Ministry of Health, for consideration.
